Discontent Grows

Essential Question:  How is Scotland reacting to Macbeth’s rule?

Scene V:  A Heath

· The three witches meet Hecate, their superior.  She scolds them for meddling in Macbeth’s fate without consulting her.  They agree to meet Macbeth the next day.

· As they depart, the witches gloat over how they will trick Macbeth into thinking he is secure.

· Persona Journal:  Have you or anyone you know sought the witches’ help or have been bothered by them?

Scene vi:  Forres.  A Room in the Palace

· Lennox cautiously discusses Macbeth’s possible involvement with the deaths of Duncan, Banquo, and the guards.  He suggests that Malcolm, Donalbain, and Fleance might also be in danger and notes that Macduff is in disfavor for not attending the banquet.

· Malcolm has been well-received in England, and Macduff has gone to join him in order to raise an army to overthrow Macbeth.  Macbeth has heard of this plot and is preparing for war.

· Lennox and another lord discuss the fact that Macduff has refused to support Macbeth.  They believe that Macduff is in danger.
